We are required to submit a report to the state arts council explaining how our Grassroots Subgrant Funds were spent. 

In order to sustain grassroots subgrant funding in the future we must demonstrate:

1. A 100% match for the $9657 we are allotted to subgrant. Preference is given to applicants who can provide a project match from other sources. This can come from other grants and donations that support your arts programming within your organization in any way.

2. Please track volunteer hours associated with your grassroots funded project. Also, track the number of paid staff vs. volunteers who participate.

3. Please collect any press, media stories, and publicity materials associated with your grassroots funded project. Include with report. 
4. Please track attendance. The state asks us to estimate the following:

# of children involved in projects.

# of at-risk youth involved.

# of artists involved.

# of African Americans, Caucasians, American Indian/Alaska Natives, Latinos/as, Asians, Native Hawaiian/Pacific Islanders involved in projects.

# of participating volunteers.

Type of project (i.e. performance, arts in education, art therapy, etc.)

5. Please be organized about documenting how the money is spent. In other words keep copies of receipts and artist invoices to include with report. 

6. Please always maintain your own copy of your application and report for your internal records.
